	National Certification Exam-Pediatric Acute Care Certification Exam
	M. Madden updated the group on the progress towards a national certification exam, (Pediatric Acute Care NP) which is currently under development by the National Certification Board of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners and Nurses (NCBPNP/N).  In the process of designing the exam a role delineation study sampling was performed and a lost of topics/content/procedures specific to peds acute care advanced practice nursing has been compiled.  Content is currently under review for exam development. Hopefully available for Summer 2004.


	Board already accepts this exam.  We need to get the individual states to embrace this exam.  Please refer to www.pnpcert.org for further updates.

	Educational and Practice Standards for APNs in Pediatric Critical Care
	Development of a subcommittee was initiated in San Diego January 2002.

T. Trimarchi presented a draft proposal for development of core curriculum for advanced practice nurses in pediatric critical care and recognition of pediatric critical care nurse practitioners.

T. Bojko discussed relationship between MD/APNs.  Felt that there should be greater input by MD.  If MD participates in education process-lectures/training/materials and texts than can have better observation for success. 

The National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties (NONPF) has developed “entry-level competencies for the acute care nurse practitioner”. Now currently being examined for adaptation to pediatric practices.
	Headed by T. Trimarchi and report to Co-Chairs of APN committee.

Subcommittee to work on the development of guidelines (not meant to be a limitation or minimally accepted standard) which are reflective of the multidisciplinary population of the PICU.

Goal for 2004: once the information available to the public from NCBPNP and NONPF- adopt and adapt information regarding core curriculum recommended to reflect practices specific to pediatric critical care advanced nursing practice.

Goal: Design a “Core Curriculum for Pediatric Critical Care Advanced Practice Nursing” document sponsored by workgroup.  Continue to utilize existing work from AACN and SCCM.

Goal:  Development of educational tools that support identified core curriculum content 

· guide to “competency based orientation to the role of the peds critical care nurse practitioner”

· book on “clinical decision making exercises in pediatric critical care advanced practice nursing” for use by schools and on the job training

Fellow’s Induction. To be inducted into the college requires academic and significant contribution to critical care.  Multidisciplinary group so all nurses are encouraged to apply.
